Buttonhole bag pattern

You start with the bottom, cast on 3 stitches, work in garter 

st. and increase on each end of every other row - the pattern 

said to 9 stitches, I went up to 15, then 20 ridges before 

decreasing back to the original 3.  Pick up 1 stitch in every 

ridge along the side, 3 at the other end, same number along 

the opposite side. From here on, it's knit in the round. Mark 

for the center stitch at each end and inc before and after it 

every other row 4 times.  Knit straight for however deep you 

want it.  Decrease 1 stitch before & after that center stitch 

every other row 4 times.  For the handle, bind of 10 stitches 

in the middle of each side and then cast on 10 stitches there 

on the next row.  Work 4 or 5 more rows (the pattern said 3, 

but that seemed skimpy to me.), bind off & felt.  There are a 

lot of bag patterns out there and most of them start with 

knitting a bottom either as a rectangle, a square or an 

ellipse like this one, and then picking up around and knitting up.
